Our new parish priest Fr. Brendan Walsh came to Annascaul in Autumn 2004. He was born on the 12th of May 1959
and is 46 years old. He has 1 brother and 3 sisters and was the second eldest. He was born in Tralee and grew up in
Ballylongford. He went to Ballylongford Primary School. His favourite subject at school was history and least favourite
subject was maths. He has always wanted to be a priest and knew he was going to be one.

He left Ballylongford in 1977 at the age of 28. The first church where he was priest was Killorglin. He then went on
from there to be priest in Beaufort, Castletownbere, Killarney, Tralee and finally Annascaul. He liked all the parishes
and had no favourite in particular.

He prefers to be called Fr. Brendan rather than Father Walsh and his favourite Bible story is The Prodigal Son. He has
always visited the parish schools regularly as he does now and likes it here in Annascaul. He goes back to
Ballylongford every Sunday.

That was our interview with Fr. Brendan Walsh and we hope he will be with us for a long time.
